The goal of the St. Coletta’s Vocational Program is
to help special needs individuals master vocational
skills that will enable them to be a productive part of
society. Many of the individuals work in community
supported employment programs while others per-
form subcontracted work at St. Coletta’s Vocational
Training Workshop. There are some individuals that
will work in one of the specialized training rooms in a
smaller and quieter environment, and others that will
participate in the McDonald’s Training Center which
is a prototype of the McDonald’s restaurant kitchen.
